The Life of Angelo De Rimosto

The 34 year old Samba musician and composer Angelo De Rimosto was born in 1966. The musician grew up in the rainforest town of Manaus and lived there until he was 18. He is most famous for the song he composed for the pop star Lerah called “My Music, my Beat”. 

From an early age Angelo had to work. After the tragic death of his father, Dr Levi De Rimosto, the De Rimosto family all had to work for the little money they could get. Angelo became a berry picker from the age of 8 – 15 when his mother, Rita De Rimosto nee Reminez, insisted that he should study, not work.

At the age of 18, Angelo got a scholarship to “The Sao Paulo school of Performing Arts” where he immediately signed up for a “Drama and Performing” course.  He quit the course after 6 weeks because he found it boring. He took the last couple of weeks of term off, before the summer started. 
When collage was out for summer, Angelo went to Rio De Janeiro to visit his close school friend, Rrosrerva Latra. Rrosrerva was an amateur musician but good enough to be professional. He took Angelo to a carnival. Angelo had said how much he liked it, and how he took a liking to the Repinique. A few weeks later, Angelo bought a Repinique from a local music shop and played on the streets of Rio De Janeiro for money so he could do a music course at “The Sao Paulo school of Performing Arts”.

On August 23rd, Angelo became a music student. 3 years later, he graduated with all A s and a smile on his face. But no one would sign him. He sat on the streets of Sao Paulo and played. He got money, but that didn’t make Angelo happy. He wanted someone to notice his music and give him a job. And that’s what he got. Mr R. M. Lotir walked past Angelo and offered him a job. Without thinking, Angelo said yes. He was about to find out what really went on at a carnival.

8 years of Angelo’s life was spent working and playing for the carnivals. Angelo will always remember back-stage at the carnivals. The dark, metal rooms. The scary janitor. The lion cubs in cages. But on stage it was different, bright lights, colourful costumes and thousands of faces, all staring and waiting for something spectacular. Or the stage director shouting “Stop!” and “Start over”. 

But the carnivals weren’t all bad. Angelo loved the dancing, the drumming, and the background singing. Angelo met his beautiful wife Latra there. She was a carnival dancer and tambourine player. He loved performing with her to a crowd. He went out with Latra for 6 years and they got married just after he left the carnival. Now they have 3 daughters.
Once Angelo De Rimosto left the carnivals, he got signed by “Samba Rolls” where Angelo put out 3 singles and composed songs for ‘Lerah’, ‘Mima and Momo’ and ‘The Sambaettes’. He currently has an album out with Samba De Chicco called “Stick to the Rhythm” which has been no.1 for 6 weeks.
Angelo is taking a gap year this year to spend more time with his family.
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
