You could chose to design a piece of equipment, sportswear, training equipment, medical equipment for treating injuries, aids that may help disabled athletes anything at all that you can think of. We want entries that are as original and innovative as possible. 

The competition is open to anyone aged 5- 17 years old.  
What you win
· The winning and short-listed entries will feature as key exhibits in the Human Race touring exhibition and will tour throughout Scotland and in London during the London 2012 Olympic Games.
· £100 worth of art equipment for winning design
· £50 worth of art equipment for runners up
The brief 
The competition is very broad and we welcome all aspects of design that constitutes a product. We are looking for interesting and original ideas using the core themes of the Human Race exhibition as a starting point. 
Exhibition Themes
· The history and development of sports medicine.
· Taking the human body to its limits in sports performance – the development of sports training – human physiology, physical and mental preparation – this will include issues of drug taking.
· The prevention and treatment of sporting injuries past and present.
· The care of athletes during the Olympics, Paralympics and other major sporting events.
· The development of prosthetics for disabled athletes. The creation of the ‘bionic athlete’ – ethical issues that may arise from surgical intervention, development of modern innovation in sports medicine and surgery.
· Imaging and imagining the sporting body – photographs, paintings, sculptures of the body in motion and body imaging used in sports and exercise medicine.
· The history of design and materials, development of sports equipment and clothes to enhance performance and / or protection.
· The Well Being – the impact of sports and exercise (at all levels) on the body.





Product suggestions 
· Sportswear, shoes, shirts, swimming costumes, socks, gloves, sunglasses 
· Sports equipment, bags, balls, bats, rackets  etc
· Children’s sports equipment –(stay- close goggles: goggles that can be clipped onto swimsuit, easy to fit so no hair tugging)
· Monitoring sensors that could help an athlete avoid stress injuries
· An app that encourages participation by highlighting all sports facilities within a certain distance from your location or one that allows you to monitor and measure your energy use against food intake.

· Entrants can be aged between 5 -17 years.
· The competition is open to all students in schools across Scotland.
