This symposium will have relevance for every educator in Scotland with an interest in coaching and mentoring as a means of supporting teachers and teacher leaders in their efforts to continually enhance teaching and learning.  It will also be of interest and relevance to Education Conveners and others with responsibilities for promoting educational improvement.
