Key to the school’s achievement has been its ability to sustain a high level of momentum and commitment to sustainable development education (SDE) across the whole school for many years. This has enabled the school to embed SDE into the curriculum and develop a rich programme of learning experiences and activities including:

· Implementing a highly effective carbon reduction scheme using the LTS online ‘global footprint calculator’ administered by pupils
· Planting trees and growing food in the school allotment
· Utilising green spaces surrounding the school as ‘outdoor classrooms’  
· Strong partnerships with parents and a wide range of local community groups and businesses.
· Active and vibrant Eco-School pupil steering group responsible for many initiatives and campaigns to encourage sustainable school travel, minimise waste, support wider sustainability education programmes etc.

A focus of the event will be to identify and share the practical lessons and ideas that have helped the school move forward in its journey, and also to reflect on the challenges encountered along the way.
