
2012-13 Calendar competition for primary and secondary school pupils. Theme: Resilience (Preparing for Emergencies)
· Design a picture for inclusion in a 2012-13 calendar
· Open to all Primary and Secondary pupils in Scotland

· The theme is to highlight emergency events and how you can prepare for
those emergencies
· Closing date Monday 17th September 2012, winners announced October 2012

· Each winning entrant will receive their picture framed and their school will receive up to £100 
in gift vouchers for art supplies
The Scottish Government, in partnership with Education Scotland, is holding a competition to create pictures for use in a 14-month calendar, which aims to communicate the importance of preparing for emergencies at home, in the community and in the car, and the easy steps that can be taken to do so. This is one of a number of activities the Scottish Government is undertaking to help develop greater resilience to the unexpected events and emergencies that can occur and cause disruption to daily life in Scotland. 
Pupils are invited to design a picture that relates to one of the main themes, which have been categorised into topics. This could be a warning sign, first aid kit, or a reflective response to an event. Topics cover a variety of emergencies and preparedness messages, for example ‘severe weather’ or ‘what to do in case of flooding’. The full list of 14 topics can be found in the topic descriptor document; this also confirms which topics have been chosen for each of the age groups. For each topic pupils should think about ways on how to create eye-catching, memorable pictures. Pictures should be created to either A4 or A3 paper size, 2D and in landscape format. Judging will be based on the following criteria – 1. concept/ideas/relevancy/message 2. composition/visual impact 3. creativity and innovation 4. skills

Unfortunately we can’t accept entries with any form of writing or wording as these are not possible to reproduce for the calendar. For the same reason we also can’t accept 3D designs.  Teachers are advised to engage learners in the overall theme ‘emergency education’ using the ‘Ready for emergencies’ online resource (available from June 13th).   Additional resource information is also available from the Scottish Government website Ready Scotland.

Entries are invited from both primary and secondary schools. These will be judged in three categories: primary, lower secondary (S1-3) and upper secondary (S4-6). Schools may enter a maximum of one picture per pupil, although pictures that are the result of group work (i.e. from more than one pupil) may also be submitted. 

Each picture submitted must include the pupil’s name, age, school name and name of the topic, either on the back or attached to the picture. The envelope in which entries are submitted in must also have the age bracket clearly written on it (e.g. primary, S1-S3 or S4-S6). Any entries without this information on it or received after the closing date will not be accepted. Unfortunately we can’t send pictures back to entrants.

arriving no later than Monday 17th September.  
Entries will be judged by a group of representatives from Scottish Government, Education Scotland and the British Red Cross.  The decision of the panel is final. The judging panel will choose up to 14 images for the calendar, and the results will be announced in October, along with the launch of the calendar. It is hoped that the winning entries will be included in an exhibition, details of which will be announced later in the summer.
