What is Glow?
Glow is the world's first national intranet for education. It provides a platform for online collaboration and sharing and allows Scotland’s teachers and pupils to work and learn in ways that have not been possible before. It is funded by the Scottish Government and managed by Learning & Teaching Scotland (LTS). Find out more at www.glowscotland.org.uk
 

What is LTS?
Learning and Teaching Scotland (LTS) is the main organisation for the development and support of the Scottish Curriculum and delivery of education for children and young people, combining expertise in the curriculum 0-18 with advice on the use of ICT in education. What is the remit of the new Development Officer (Arts) post?
The post holder will work to two key aims: i) to develop practice in relation to how arts organisations in receipt of Scottish Arts Council Foundation and Flexible funding engage with schools through Glow; ii) to liaise with and support a variety of stakeholder groups including the cultural/arts sector, local authorities and schools to illustrate and promote the teaching and learning opportunities offered through Glow.
 

What will be happening?
The post and project will run for 23 months and includes the following areas of activity:
● a demonstration project with a key number of Foundation and Flexibly funded arts organisations 

   will be facilitated to explore innovative ways of using the technological resources of Glow to 
   work with teachers and pupils, developing new methodologies of teaching and learning;
● a full evaluation of the project;
● creation of new resources to support teaching and learning via Glow for all stakeholders;
● dissemination of findings / outcomes via engagement with Foundation and Flexibly funded arts 
   organisations, and the wider education and cultural/arts sectors.
 

Who is managing the pilot project and evaluation?
Within LTS the project will be managed as part of the Glow programme overseen by the Glow Programme Director. The project will be also overseen by a Project Advisory group, the membership of which will include representation from stakeholder bodies (education and cultural/arts sector, Local Authorities and education). This will be chaired by the Scottish Arts Council.
 

How will arts organisations be selected for pilot projects?
The demonstration project will work with Scottish Arts Council Foundation and Flexibly funded organisations who will be invited to submit proposals. The process will be managed to reflect a geographical and artform spread. The Project Advisory group will have a strong role in the selection process.
